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Under the umbrella of the Fulbright Scholarship Program, the Hubert H. Humphrey Fellowship was founded in 1978 in honor of the United States Senator and Vice-President Hubert H. Humphrey. This Program aims to provide international mid-career professionals with an opportunity to broaden their perspectives, enhance their capacity to take on responsibilities, and establish networking with peers from around the world.

During the year long stay at a host American university, the Fellows are invited to take graduate courses relevant to their professional interests. However, as the program is not a degree program, participants spend a considerable portion of their time engaged in professional development activities including: affiliations, consultation with U.S. faculty and experts, field trips, workshops, and research projects that provide hands-on experience in their professional areas of endeavor.

To apply for a Humphrey Fellowship, interested individuals should fill out the on line application form and follow the procedures below.

· Scanned copy of Global Grade Certificate, in which the Grade Point Average, the grade of the Professional Practice, and the grade of the thesis and/ or Graduation Exam appear. All these documents must have all the necessary certificates 
· All documents must be sent by e-mail and labeled as follows: 

· Preliminary application ( Applicant’s name) 

· Diploma (Applicant’s name) 

· Global Grade Certificate (Applicant’s name) 

 Deadline for submitting applications is March, 2008.
Candidates passing the first stage of the selection process will be contacted and asked to take the Test of English Language Proficiency (TELP) at Centro de Aconselhamento Educacional, de Pesquisa de Informação na Embaixada Americana.

Test-takers should also plan on bringing with them: 

Two letters of reference enclosed in a sealed envelope. A third letter of reference from the applicant's employer (required) may be submitted after the candidate has been notified that he/she has successfully passed the Embassy interview (see below). 

Candidates successfully completing the language exam will then be required to appear at personal interviews, to be conducted at the U.S. Embassy. Final candidate selection will be made based on recommendations from the Embassy by the William Fulbright Foreign Scholarship Board in Washington, D.C. 

PROGRAM REQUIREMENTS
Candidates must have at least a first university degree (equivalent to a B.A. or B.S.) to enable them to undertake graduate level study in the U.S.

Candidates must be proficient in English as measured by the Test of English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL), with a minimum score of 525 in the PBT version, or 195 in the CBT version of the test.

Humphrey Fellows are expected to be resourceful and to display initiative. Their applications should indicate how they – and their home institutions and countries could benefit from experiences to be acquired under the program. 

To be eligible for the Hubert Humphrey Fellowship Program, candidates must fulfill the following basic requirements:
· Be Angolan citizen and resident. 

· Hold a Bachelor's degree or its equivalent 

· Have five years of substantial professional experience 

· Show leadership ability and broadly defined commitment to public service 

· Be proficient in English 

· Be committed to return to Angola after completing the program 

Those ineligible for consideration include:
· Recent university graduates (even if they have significant positions) 

· University teachers with no management or policy responsibilities, except for teachers of English as a Foreign Language and specialists in drug abuse prevention and treatment 

· Individuals who have attended a graduate school in the U.S. for one academic year or more during the seven years prior to August 2007 

· Individuals with recent U.S. educational or work experience (more than six months during the five years prior to August 2007) 

GENERAL INFORMATION
Humphrey Fellows participate in a 10-month non-degree program at selected U.S. universities. The program includes course work, field trips, seminars, independent projects, and the development of practical useful strategies that could be applied in the Fellows' home countries.

The Humphrey Fellowship provides travel expenses, maintenance allowance, tuition and fees, and health insurance. The program is sponsored by the U.S. Department of State and coordinated by the Institute of International Education (IIE).
